Notes: A long, sprawling song that starts as a simple piano and drum song, but eventually crescendos into a more raucous, but still slow tempoed song with several more electric instruments. Lyrically, a careful listener might be able to pick up on the fact that the song is an outcry against the current state of the city – A “glass wonderland” ready to break at any moment. This is just a small, subtle hint of anti-Institute sentiment in one section of the lyrics, though it would likely take someone knowing this ahead of time to pick it out – this is inspired chiefly by their kidnapping of Tamara.
