         Centuries later, the current Cathari whom have reawakened have no memories of the golden age, and do not know why some of their brethren were locked away. Unsealed from sleep, Aldrakkal was the first to awaken, aware of the plight of his people, and amused at the state of the current Cathari. He began a long process of reawakening his brothers and sisters.

         Unbeknownst to Aldrakkal, Rahaj had escaped capture by the Cathari and had maintained his immortality over the ages. Resentful of Rahaj's long freedom and great lack of desire to free his brothers and sisters, Aldrakkal forced Rahaj to begin tracking down the other bound Cathari, and free them. All while leading the Ascendant to believe she was in charge, and this would lead to a new era of the Cathari, while at the same time turning her to his world view.

         Aldrakkal freed the ancient ancestor of the Jyaku line, Falius Jyaku, and was soon led to free the Blood Magus Kaijin Hameda as well, putting them both to work. Falius at establishing himself as a "son" of the late Amano Jyaku and rounding up his former servants as allies while having Kaijin begin production of constructs to serve as the elite front of his army.

         When Mizu Kokyuu (Kali) was reborn to a mortal family, Aldrakkal murdered Lord Kokyuu and his eldest son Sora and utilizing illusion magics took their place, rearing Kali as their own, knowing that she was the leader of the Demonhunters, and sought nothing more than to turn the very people who imprisoned him into his slaves.

         Aldrakkal's main goal, however, requires the annihilation of every non-cathari on Atallas, and to do this, he will utilize an ancient weapon, the Breath of the Obsidian King.

         Wracked with guilt over both abandoning his brethren and fearing freeing them for wanting to live an ordinary life, Rahaj has walked a fine line of betrayal for centuries. It was with Rahaj's guidance and assistance that Adago Nysesden would become Taigokomaru, and lead him on the path to defeating the current greatest threat at the time to Atallas, Amatijin Otogi, whom was also seeking the Breath of the Obsidian King for his own ends, as well as the Sword of the Sovereigns from the Sovereign Crypt. Aiding Adago in defeating Amatijin, Rahaj was inspired when the swordsman spared Amatijin's life upon swearing that the vampire promise that when the time came, he would help defeat his father and give up his plans for the conquest of Atallas.

         When Aldrakkal was awakened and discovered Rahaj, the guilt-ridden Cathari was forced back into service of the Cathari Order, this time to destroy them from within. Having had fallen in love with Kali during her reign with the Stars of Destiny, Rahaj is blindly furious that Aldrakkal is using her as he is, but fears Aldrakkal's powers. All he desires is to live a normal, peaceful life.

         -=Celadria=-

         A master of the ancient elven arts of the Shugenja, Celadria is a powerful mystic whom was one of the leaders of the Cathari Civil War in ages past. During the Civil War, Celadria turned to a demon known as Dhrutys the Frozen Prince for aid against the Cathari, in return, her spirit was bound to his icy body, and she has been his slave ever since. Dhrutys, through Celadria, seeks to destroy the lands of Atallas and reclaim this kingdom in the name of the Sixfold Curses, but his ambition does not stop there, for Dhrutys also seeks to elevate himself to the power of the Curses, and become the Seventh Curse. Celadria is unknowingly serving as a means to his ends.

         -=The Breath of the Obsidian King=-

         Locked away in the heart of the Zefrigil Desert lies a place known as the Sovereign Tomb, the resting place of every sovereign who served the land of Zhu-Imaran since it's inception. Contained within are relics that were to serve the Sovereign in times of great peril. One is a sword handed down from the Eijen to Man, known as the Sovereign Blade, a sword of peerless strength, and a true artifact. The other, is a decanter of silver, gold and steel that contains the divine essence of the past sovereigns whom have served the Eijen. This decanter, known as the Breath of the Sovereigns, was designed to imbue the Sovereign with spiritual power to protect his people against threats beyond mortal ken. However, the corruption represented by the Obsidian King has seeped down into the tomb, profaning the reliquaries, and not only has it animated the corpses of the past sovereigns as powerful undead, but it has corrupted the since spilled decanter, causing the spiritual energy of the Sovereigns to become like the Obsidian King, a corrupt and maligned plague upon the land. Through cracks and fissures in the tomb, the Breath of the Obsidian King has seeped out into the underground passages beneath Atallas, birthing all kinds of subterranean undead, and soon springs up in Souskala, where its power is "Tested" on the native populace by the corrupt and powerful Kaijin Hameda.

Gathering their allies, the Stars of Destiny prepare for the coming war, while chasing down the truth about Taikon Otogi and the true powers of the Son of the Obsidian King.

Mizu comes to terms with her Cathari self, and is forced to choose between the people she knew as family, and the person she calls her father when the Cathari Order and the Stars of Destiny race to recover the Black Lance in order to fight the Destroyer.

The Stars of Destiny and the Cathari Order clash with an ancient and immortal king in a flying castle within the Overheavem in a bid for the legendary Dark Lance.

         Chapter III: Twin Stars

Having recovered the Dark Lance, the Stars of Destiny have defeated an ally of the Cathari Order and destroyed the Cloud Empire. Now, the Cathari vow revenge on them and Rahaj along with Kaijin Hameda begin plans to destroy the Stars of Destiny once and for all.

Reia is forced upon with more frightening visions of the future as the Ascendant attempts to force prophecy out of Shohasu, unaware that she has given her gift to the young shaman. In these visions, Reia sees a world at war, and a great black plague devouring the land from within.

In Zhu-Eir, Korono Tetsumin (Hatred) returns from the grave, having claimed that a double was assassinated and that he has now lured those responsible for his murder out into the open. Kei Kazuma is named as the assassin, and Senator Tetsumin claims a military conspiracy allowed her to be set free, where she joined with Anti-Zhu rebels in Souskala.

Swaying the hand of the infirm emperor, Senator Tetsumin unifies the senate to begin wartime efforts, and their first act is a brutal assault on the Hei-Tau fortress, followed by an invasion into Souskala. Hatred's true motivations, however, are to drive down the Emperor's popularity among the people and sew chaos in Zhu-Eir, thereby de-stabalizing the nation so that even if Kagano Akashi were to rise to power, he could never help his nation recover, weakening the Southern Lands against an invasion from the North.

As Senator Tetsumin rattles his saber and prepares the east for war the Cathari prepare their first offensive against the Shrine of Taigokomaru from the fortified Shadow Lion enclave in Souskala. Meanwhile, Chidori's mentor Sasiri secretly relays tactical information to the Cathari, leading to the first encounter between the Armies of the Stars and the Cathari Order nearly ending in a routing. Stricken with grief, the truenamer reveals that his daughter is held in captivity by the Cathari in a fortress in Zhu-Eir, and that while he wishes he could aid the army, he must think of his family.

A race against time begins as the Stars of Destiny head to Zhu-Eir to recover his daughter before the Cathari can make their advance on the Temple of Taigokomaru. When Rahaj and Kaijin Hameda join the battle, chaos ensues. Rahaj, however, has other plans, and seeks to end his life here at the temple where his journey truly began, gifting the Zodiac Stone of Darkness to the Stars in the process.

In a pitched and final battle, Rahaj and Kaijin are defeated, and the temple is saved.

With the Stars of Destiny distracted, Taluihatri has begun her bid for power, though manipulated by Celadria. The remaining members of the weakened Cathari Order spread out across Atallas to unlock seals of divine power placed by the Eijen to contain a destructive major woven by the Curse of the Crumbling Heavens a millennia ago.

With the threat of full-scale war on the horizon, the Council of Elders in Sir'Elim calls for an emergency councilmeeting, and for the first time since the Devil's Eye War, the Souskalan tribes unite to stand against Zhu-Eir, but the might of the great Zhu military could prove too much for the tribes.

When the Stars of Destiny are called in to defend the Souskalans, the war ignites as Zhu-Eir is pitted against Souskala and the Stars of Destiny in a series of great conflicts. A defector from the Zhu-Eir military approaches the Stars of Destiny, warning them that this entire conflict is a ploy by Korono Tetsumin whom has sent a small battalion of soldiers into the Chishien mountains.

Hurrying to stop Tetsumin, The Stars of Destiny discover the Crimson Monastery high in the Chishien Mountains, the site where the ritual that inevitably lead to the creation of the Legion of Lost Souls was performed. Here, Tetsumin has found the final seal of the Crumbling Heavens that Celadria has been searching for.

When the seal is shattered as the Stars arrive, the sky turns black and a torrential black rain begins to fall with a groaning howl over much of eastern Atallas. As the black rains begin to fall, divine magic fails as all manner of wards and seals shatter, imprisoned fiends are let loose and spellcasters fail to be able to prevent disease.

A confrontation with Tetsumin atop the Crimson Monastery's shattered roof ends with the revelation that Korono was not whom he claimed to be at all, but rather an artificial life form--a Homonculus--created by Kaijin Hameda. Hearing this, Prince Akashi vows to return to Zhu-Eir to tell his father this news and have the war called off.

Meanwhile, the black rains do not stop and with Tetsumin defeated, it falls to Celadria to break the western seal that will blanket nearly all of Atallas in the terror of the black rain. Warned of this by Shohasu, the Stars of Destiny rush to beat the Ascendant to the Ruins of the Crumbling Heavens before all of Atallas is plunged into an age of darkness.

There the final battle with the Ascendant takes place, and in her defeat she destroys herself with a terrible Shugenja magic, inadvertently destroying the second to last seal on the Frozen Prince. With Taluihatri's divine pendant, the Stars of Destiny are able to reactivate the seals and stop the black rain.

Armies march south through the Darkwild, and soon the Temple of Taigokomaru is put on the warfront as Aldrakkal's armies of ogres, demons, giants and hobgoblins prepare to incite a second Devil's Eye War. With the Zhu-Eir military crippled from the War of Storming Spears and Imaran unable to send help that will arrive fast enough, it falls on the Stars of Destiny to unite the beleaguered Souskalans to defend their home from the armies of the Cathari Order.

In the Darkwild, the Stars discover the Lost Grove, a place where the Eijen appointed four guardians of Atallas to watch over mankind that has long since fallen from its place of prestige. Here, Elanon recants the story of the original Stars of Destiny that founded Zhu-Imaran, and how they had attempted to save the elves of Ke'ir from themselves and the ambitious plans of the LeShay prince Nazerim.

Taking the fight to the source, the Stars of Destiny make the march on Aldrakkal's fortress city in the Furthest Land, bringing to bear their power against the legendary swordsman and his loyal retainers. After a token resistance, Aldrakkal and Celadria flee from the battle and leave Falius Jyaku to remain and hold down the capital. Falius clashes with the Stars of Destiny and is defeated.

In the Furthest Land, the Stars of Destiny discover the truth behind Aldrakkal's plans and the plans of Taikon Otogi, and the truth that the two have been working together since the beginning to destroy all life on Atallas--but to what ends? The Stars of Destiny, now armed with information pertaining to the location of the Sovereign's Gate must hurry to stop Aldrakkal before all hope is lost.

True Seeing (Su) As the true seeing spell; continuous; caster level 20th.

Frightful Presence (Su) The Destroyer inspires terror whenever it uses a spell-like ability or employs its verminsmite ability. Affected creatures must succeed on a DC 30 Will save or become shaken, remaining so as long as they stay within 60 feet of the Destroyer. A creature that saves cannot be affected by the Destroyer's frightful presence for 24 hours.

Tongues (Su) As the tongues spell; continuous; caster level 20th.

Swarm-Smite (Ex) Once every 5 rounds, the Destroyer can make a standard melee attack to deliver a swarm-smite. A creature struck by this attack must succeed on a DC 33 Reflex save or become covered in ravenous insects. On the Destroyer's next turn and every turn thereafter, the target takes 10d8 points of slashing damage as the worms consume the victim's flesh and burrow into its organs. The insects remain until destroyed or removed -- or until the target is slain, indicating the worms have devoured their victim.

A target can use a full-round action to attempt to remove the insects. Escaping requires a DC 33 Reflex save. Rolling on the ground -- and thus crushing the bugs -- provides a +2 circumstance bonus on the save. Dealing at least 20 points of fire damage destroys the insects, but deals the same amount of damage to the victim as well. Conjuration (teleportation) spells or spell-like effects can also extricate the target from the swarm-smite. The save DCs are Constitution-based. Constructs, elementals, oozes, and creatures of the incorporeal subtype are immune to this ability.

Create Spawn (Su) A humanoid or monstrous humanoid of Medium or smaller size killed by the Destroyer rises after 1d4 rounds as a spawn of Taikon Otogi under the Destroyer's control. (See Otogi-spawn vampire template).

Discorporate (Ex) As an immediate action, the Destroyer can discorporate, collapsing into a pile of slithering vermin. There's one Fine insect (AC 20, 1 hp each) for each hit point the Destroyer possessed prior to discorporating. In the round it uses this ability, the worms fall to the ground, filling the Destroyer's space. Unless each worm is destroyed within 1 round, the writhing bugs burrow into the earth or slither away using the Worm's various forms of movement. As long as any component vermin survives, the Destroyer can, within 24 hours, breed and create a new body to house its malicious essence.

Summon Scion (Sp) The Destroyer can summon a scion of Taikon Otogi (one of his corporate swarms) up to three times per day. This effect is the equivalent of an epic spell. The scion remains for up to 1 hour.

Anathematic Secrecy (Su) The Destroyer is immune to all divine divination spell effects.

Nondetection (Su) As the nondetection spell, always active; caster level 20th.
